CLASS 108
DUNDEE CAKE

225g (8 ozs) butter, softened,


225g (8 ozs) caster sugar




Grated rind of 1 large orange


4 Medium eggs, beaten


225g (8 ozs) plain flour, sifted


50g (2 ozs) ground almonds


25g (1 oz) mixed candied peel


100g (4 ozs) currants


100g (4 ozs) sultanas



100g (4 ozs) raisins


50g (2 ozs) glacé‚ cherries quartered

40 - 50 split almonds

Method


Heat the oven to 150ºC (300ºF/Gas 2) and grease and line a round cake tin - 7" recommended.


Cream the butter and sugar together until light and fluffy. Beat in the orange rind and the eggs, one at a time, adding 15 ml (1 tbsp) of the flour with each egg. Beat thoroughly.


With a metal spoon, stir in the ground almonds and dried fruit. Fold in the remaining flour carefully. Turn the mixture into the prepared tin and arrange the split almonds over the entire top.


Bake the cake for 2½-3 hours until a skewer comes out clean. Remove from the oven and leave for 2-3 minutes before turning out on to a wire rack to cool completely.

 BROWNIES
	50g (2oz) Plain dessert chocolate
	110g (4oz) butter

	2 eggs beaten
	225g (8oz) granulated sugar

	50g (2oz) plain flour, sifted
	1 teaspoon baking powder

	¼ teaspoon salt
	110g (4oz) chopped nuts


Pre- heat oven to 180ºC(350ºF/Gas 4). A greased, lined to 2” above the rim of a 7” x 11” tin recommended

Melt the butter and chocolate in the top of a double saucepan. Away from the heat, stir all the other ingredients into the butter and chocolate; spread the mixture in the lined tin.

Bake for 30 minutes, or until a skewer comes out clean. Then leave to cool and firm in the tin for 10 minutes before dividing into squares and transferring them to a wire rack.
